How do I become a Referee?


	To participate in a Referees Course you must first attend an Introduction Evening.


The introduction evening is to give you an insight into what is involved in the course and the Referee Development Officer will be on hand to answer any questions that you may have.  The introduction evenings are held at the Durham County Football Association Headquarters, Chester le Street Riverside, or a suitable venue and will last for approximately 1.1/2 hours usually commencing at 6.00 p.m.  Once you have attended the introduction evening you will be offered dates of suitable courses.
